1. The completed application form.

2. A transcript of college or university work. High school students are required to submit the official
record of their high school work.

3. A letter of recommendation written by a teacher or other professional qualified to evaluate both
your language proficiency and your academic experience. The letter of recommendation may be
emailed to us by your reference or mailed to the address listed below. If the applicant includes
the letter of recommendation in his or her application package, the letter should be in a sealed
envelope.

4. A non-refundable $400 application fee/deposit. This deposit will be deducted from the total
costs of the program if you are accepted to the Summer School. If you are not accepted into the
program your deposit will be refunded.

Unfortunately, we are unable to take credit/debit cards for the $400 deposit. However, current
UNM students may choose to have their deposit charged to their Bursar account. Otherwise,
please submit a check or money order. Please make your check out to: UNM — German
Summer School.

Applications without the deposit are considered incomplete and will not be reviewed.
